6. Summing-up
Kumite competitions in will be held on the system with elimination after one defeat. 
· In each weight category among men and women two 3-rd places are played (fight for 3-rd place are not be held). 
· In each weight category among youth, juniors and girls, 3-rd place is played out (fights for 3-rd place will be held).

Kata competitions in will be held in two round. 
Preliminary round kata’s: Gekisai Sho 

Final round: in the final round in each category there are 5 participants, who received the highest points in the qualifying round.
Kata by choice from the list in the final part of the Championship: Saifa, Kanku, Garyu, Seipai, Seienchin, Sushiho

Awarding of the winners and medalists of the Asian Championships
In the team event points are counted team members: for the first place - three points, for the second place - two points, for the third place - one point. In the case of an equal amount of points for two or more teams, the advantage is that which has more first places, then the second places are taken into account, then the third places. Lastly, the number of declared athletes is taken into account.
Winners and medalists (1-st, 2-nd, 3-rd places) of the Asian Championship are awarded with diplomas, medals and cups of the corresponding degrees.

The team’s representative submits the original application, each participant must have the following documents:
· passport;
· admission of a sports doctor to participate in Asian Championship (in English), issued not earlier than June 10, 2018;
· HIV antibodies test certificate (in English), issued not earlier than June 8, 2018;
· HBV antibodies test certificate (in English), issued not earlier than June 8, 2018;
· HCV antibodies test certificate (in English), issued not earlier than June 8, 2018;
· insurance contract valid at the time of the competition (original, in English);
· application form of the participant - Appendix No. 1 & 7.
· application form of the agreement from the guardian – appendix No. 3
· application form of the fighters agreement  – appendix No. 8

12. Protective body guard equipment

Each participant admitted to the competition must have:
· white karate Dogi and belt, corresponding to the qualification of the participant;
· individual groin cup for men, youth and juniors - necessary;                  
· individual groin protection for women and girls - optional;  
· shin guards with a closed foot of a white color (for youths, juniors and girls - necessary, for women - optional);           
· gloves of white color (for youths, juniors and girls - necessary, for women - optional);     
· head gear (helmet) of white color - for participants of both sexes (for youth, juniors and girls - necessary); 
· girls and women breast pads with plastic inserts, with open abdomen on a fabric basis (open plastic parts are not allowed), for women, girls - necessary;   
· mouth guard, should be white color – optional. If the dental braces are installed on the teeth, then the mouth guard is necessary. 
All protective equipment must be provided for verification during the passage of the mandatory commission.

ATTENTION! All protective equipment is strictly individual!
